Tips — Spooking fish can become a problem with low icleater... move with more caution
and stay future away from likely holding spots.alBhw fish can also become spooked by
bobbers and indicators. Rigging too heavily wiglcaturn fish off as they seem to sense the
lead banging along the bottom. Low and clear ismmany of us depend on floating lines
for a top-down presentatiorireport information provided by Kevin Morlock andly/@rau.
