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Water Conditions — Low 60’s - 50’s, Slightly high with color… perfect. 
 
Fishing Conditions — The cool and wet weather seems to be doing good things for the Pere 
Marquette trout and salmon fishing.  The trout fishing both during the day with streamers, 
dries and terrestrials and after dark with surface (mousing) and bulging (just under the sur-
face) patterns are still producing.  The salmon fishing is very good for this time of the year 
with more fishing entering the river each day.  August is also a great time to be on Pere Mar-
quette Lake and Ludington Piers, with a mixed bag of king salmon, northern pike, small-
mouth bass and freshwater drum. kevin
