September 26th, 2009 

Water Conditions — Temps in the 50’s & 60’s, Low and Clear! 
 
Fishing Conditions — The fish numbers and fishing has turned from ok to good or great the 
last week.  With a recent weather front that brought only light rain after twenty some days of 
sunny blue skies the salmon came rushing into the river.  Fish numbers are good through out 
the watershed.  I would predict good fishing for the rest of the season. 
 
Tip for low and clear conditions:  Fish extra stealthy with a quiet approach, fluorocarbon lead-
ers and sinkers that don’t clink on rock and gravel.  Fish early and late with an afternoon si-
esta.

Hook - Mustad Signature R74, size 4 
Eyes - large silver bead chain 
Tail - natural brown rabbit
