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Water Conditions — Temps in the 40’s, water levels and conditions are perfect. 
 
Fishing Conditions — Spawning king salmon everywhere from Baldwin to Walhalla and 
steelhead and coho salmon in the lower PM River.  Best of all fishing pressure is very low.  
This is a great time to swing some great big streamers for the kings, it is awesome to see a 
twenty pound buck rush forward to destroy a big bright fly.  Rumors have it that the steelhead 
fishing was hot earlier in the week on the North Ludington Pier, this should mean that there is 
a big push of fresh steelhead heading our way. 
 
Tip -- Many anglers are now using fluorocarbon leader for it’s benefits of low visibility and 
faster sink rate, many are also having knot troubles.  Recently I’ve been testing Feather-Craft 
fluorocarbon against my favorite brand for the last few years and I’m going to switch to the 
Feather-Craft.  It comes on a great spool with line keeper but best of all it takes a knot very 
well with no slip, a major problem with other brands of fluorocarbon.       Kevin Morlock
